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Course Outline

Under the condition of the Post-Cold War and globalization, East Asia demonstrates the most dynamic changes in economic and security relations. New initiatives for regional cooperation erupted and new sources of conflicts also surfaced, while the Cold War legacies still remain in the region. Rising China, ‘transforming’ America, ‘normalizing’ Japan, ‘nuclearizing’ North Korea, ‘integrating ASEAN’, all seem to pose opportunities or challenges to the regional peace and prosperity. Given these dynamic changes in East Asian regional order, this course tries to understand the region-wide changes in economic and security relations and changing natures of key actors in the region.
