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1. Course Object :

This course is offered for the students who wish to understand diplomacy from both “macro” and “micro” perspectives ; from “macro” perspective, this course will focus on how diplomacy has evolved in human history, why it constitutes an important element of national power, how the war started when it failed to function such as Franco-Prussian War and the First and the Second World Wars, how the War could be ended when it worked as the War on Vietnam,  how  the philosophy of the main conductors of diplomacy can affect the world political situation, and what is the general diplomatic environment of today.    From “micro” perspective, it will help student to learn the art of negotiation and the modes of diplomacy. The students will learn the terminology of diplomacy and the manners of diplomats by practicing hypothetical negotiating processes on various current issues like Israeli attack on Lebanon, North Korea missile tests, or refugees from North Korea etc. This course will also cover, as a case study, the diplomacy of Henry Kissinger who played an important role in the War on Middle East and on Viet Nam in 1970s respectively.
2. Lecture Methods :
· The professor introduces the topic either by lecture or by way of Q&A.
· The students are supposed to read the suggested reading materials prior to the class.

· The students as a capacity of a representative of the country they prefer are to take part in more than one negotiating process and to exchange views with its counterpart on the current international issues agreed between them.

· Professor’s summary will follow during or at the end of the class.
· All the students are requested to submit one essay(around 10-page long with font 14 double spaced, titled “ Can the present War on Iraq be ended through diplomacy as the War on Vietnam in 1975”. This essay is due on the last week of class before the final exam.
