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Course Prospectus 

        The objective of the course is to learn basic knowledge and analytic tools needed to understand global business environment mainly focusing on the current issues and future prospects of intellectual property right. Legal, economic, and political economic principles are applied to examine key subjects in the arena of intellectual property right, for example, IPR and its regulation, political economy and  IPR, the system and status of IPR enforcement in Korea, case studies of international disputes in IPR, pharmaceutical industry and IPR, and the infringement of IPR and its related remedies in developing countries. 

        The course will be run by a team of instructors with both lectures and seminars. For 10 weeks, lectures on IPR issues will be offered by professional experts. For another 6 weeks, it will be  run by the program director for the interactive session of student participation and seminar on the topic presented in class. In the seminar session, every student is required to choose a topic for his or her term paper(TP) and do research and present it in class. Students have to obtain permission from the program director with regard to the scope of the topic and the format of TP. The entire manuscript of TP can not exceed 20 pages in length (see editorial guideline for your reference).

Topic Proposal: Choose a topic of your interest in IPR area on developing countries including Korea. You need to submit your written topic proposal (5 ~6 pages in length) before your topic presentation. Written topic proposal should include Title, Overview, Literature Review, Objectives, Methodology, and References. Make a presentation on the topic in class (week 8 for team A and week 9 for team B) for 10 minutes with or without PPT (up to u). 

Team A or Team B? If the last number of your student ID# is odd, you belong to team A and even, to team B. The format of your written topic proposal is as follows:         

Term Paper Presentation:  Make a presentation on your term paper in class (week 14 for team A and week 15 for team B) for 20 minutes with PPT. 

Term Paper: You need to submit your final term paper by 14:00 pm on 13th of December (week 16). Your TP should follow the editorial guideline below.  

Term Paper Editorial Guideline: The entire manuscript, including abstract, quotations, tabular material, and references, must be typed 1.5-spaced on one side of paper with 1 inch margins on all four sides in Times New Roman font 12. The entire manuscript should not exceed 20 typed pages. End notes (not foot notes) preferred. Manuscripts must be in the APA (American Psychological Association) style. See the most recent issue of APA for further information. When using APA format, follow the author-date method of citation. Include the author's last name and year of publication in your text For example: in a recent study of reaction times (Smith, 1995).
