   This course is an introductory course in investments that deal with the environment of investing, the financial securities and portfolio management. For the understanding of Korean financial system, two special sessions, Korea's capital market and Korea's bond market, will be provided. After the semester, the students are expected to understand the basic and broad concepts of the financial world including stock, bond and derivative. The  mechanism to construct portfolio for the investors  is another issue for the student's expected learning. Additionally, students are expected to be familiar with the Korean capital market.
