Description of Course

This course aims to understand the origins and the evolution of international organisations. It examines contemporary issues of the international cooperation in both theoretical and empirical respects. It pays a special attention to the diverse interests and perceptions in roles of the international organization among various actors including the states in some of the major international affairs. The students are encouraged to examine the interaction between the states and international organisations as well as the competition among multiple international organisations.
