Description:

This seminar is an exploration of major aspects of the complex process of globalization in historical and contemporary international relations.  We will be paying particular attention to the connections between the rise of modern globalization and the exercise of American hegemonic power since 1945.  To focus our discussion and analysis, this seminar will focus on globalization in terms of world systems of power, sovereignty, exchange, and order.  Our emphasis will include (although not be limited to) discussion of critical issues relating to governance schemes, territoriality, law, crime, economy, security, migration, free trade agreements, and transnationalism in American-led globalization.

Course structure and requirements:

Attendance and participation in discussion are mandatory.  Prompt and thorough reading of the material and full engagement with the arguments are expected.  We will be reading and discussing challenging but extremely interesting material on a complex and important topic, and we will all benefit from the input of our fellow seminar members in discussion.

Each week there are core and choice readings.  Each member of the seminar will complete the core readings and post a list of questions on these readings on the class blog no later than 9 a.m. on the day of class (Thursday).  In addition, each member of the seminar will choose one or more readings from the choice list the week before and be prepared to present its central argument and contributions to the class. 

All course readings are available on the cyber-classroom or on reserve at the library.

Critique:

Each student will choose one book or five articles on any aspect of globalization (subject to the approval of the professor) and write a 7-9 page critique of it, which will be distributed to the class for reading and discussion during the midterm week.

Research Paper:

Over the course of the semester, each student will produce an approximately 20 page original research paper on any topic relevant to the seminar topic.  Each topic, which is subject to the approval of the professor, must be declared by the fifth week of class.  Each paper will be distributed to the seminar members and critiqued during the last week of class.

Blog:

As a seminar we will maintain a group blog to which each course member is expected to contribute regularly.  Student blog members are expected to reflect on the course content, discussions, and readings as well as to explore the broader context and impact of the themes we cover by linking to and discussing web resources relating to these topics.
